Placement test: This is designed to enable us to gauge the approximate level 

of a student and to ensure that you are at a suitable level for the course. This 

course caters for upper-intermediate level and above, so students will need to 

demonstrate that they can score approximately 65% or more in the placement 

test for entry to our IELTS English course.

Skills development:  Development of the skills of reading, writing, listening 

and speaking through meaningful practice. 

 

Task-based activities: Activities designed to improve fluency, such as 

discussions, pair and group work, role-plays, problem-solving, so you will be 

ready for the interview section of the IELTS test.
